During that time, the county has 
experienced significant growth and change. Advance Knox is a unique opportunity to align land use and transportation 
goals to create a blueprint for the county’s future. It will help guide decisions about where and how growth occurs and 
where infrastructure and service investments need to be made in the years to come.
